pandemic-era General Assistance Emergency Housing Program to alternative housing placements

(c) On or before the last day of each month from July 2023 through March 2024, the Vermont 

Housing and Conservation Board shall report to the House Committees on Human Services and 

on General and Housing; the Senate Committees on Health and Welfare and on Economic 

Development, Housing and General Affairs; and the Joint Fiscal Committee on: 

     (1) the status of the Board’s initiatives to make additional housing units available and how 

those initiatives support the Agency of Human Services’ efforts to assist households with 

transitioning out of the pandemic-era General Assistance Emergency Housing  

Program; and 

     

     (2) the status of the Board’s efforts to expand emergency shelter capacity, including the 

number of new beds available since the previous report, the number of additional beds planned, 

and when the additional planned beds are likely to become available.
